New Immunization Requirements
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The state is adding two more shots to the required list of immunizations for school children.
One Chicken Pox vaccination is proving not to be sufficient protection and the infant immunizations against tetanus, diphtheria and pertussis need a booster as the child reaches 11 years old.

All incoming kindergarten students, first-graders, and sixth-graders without a history of chicken pox will now be required to have two valid doses of chicken pox vaccine.
Children turning 11 years old are required to have the Tdap vaccine if it’s been five years or longer since the last documented dose of a tetanus immunization.
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
